Please answer the following questions.  When you are done, e-mail me your answers plus save a copy of them for yourself to help you with your application essays.  The purpose of this questionnaire and the application essays is for both me and you to become more knowledgeable about you.  Tell me what you feel comfortable telling me.  I may use a response to assist me in answering a question from a college or in my counselor recommendation, but otherwise your responses are confidential.  There are no length requirements but realize the importance of this document in preparing your letter of recommendation.  Use any style in responding.

Take your time with this.  Your deadline for getting it back to me is simple:  I will not write your counselor rec without receiving your answers.  So send it in plenty of time for your chosen college deadlines.
1.  Describe your background, where you were born, how you were raised, family members, family dynamics, any important moments in growing up.

2.  Use three or more characteristics to describe your personality.

3.  What activities, including academic activities as well as out of school pursuits, are most important to you and/or you are proud of?

4.  Given that you have to be in school, are you happy here in this environment?  Would you prefer a different learning environment?  Do you enjoy school or endure it?

5.  Describe community service activities of any kind you have done since 9th grade.  Which ones have you enjoyed the most?

6.  Describe some academic experiences you have really enjoyed.  They could be a specific class discussion, a project, a reading, or a combination of things.  Which courses do enjoy the most?

7.  This may tie to #6:  Explain something academic of which you are particularly proud.

8.  Tell me about your Senior Exhibit.  What is your topic?  Why did you pick it?  What have you done so far?  What do you plan to do?

9.  Tell me about your academic work habits.  Are you well organized or do you work hard to stay on top of things?  How many hours do you work at home on the average?  What comes easily?  What is difficult?

10.  Tell me about your athletic involvement.  What sports have you played for more than one year (how long have you played them)?  What do you like most about playing your sports?

11.  Do you have a job outside of school?  If so, tell me about it.  Why do you work?  What do you do with your money?

12.  Tell me about an incident when you did something you felt very good about.  (It does not have to be something others know about.)

13.  When have you shown initiative?

14.  If you have any grades (semester or final – not individual assignments or quarters) that you consider less than satisfactory, what are the reasons for receiving that grade(s)?
